　Catalog Pocket is a free app that allows you to view various information about the city. It has a 
multilingual translation function that supports 10 languages (Japanese, English, Chinese (Simplified 
and Traditional), Korean, Thai, Portuguese, Spanish, Indonesian, and Vietnamese), a reading 
function that allows you to "listen" to the information aloud, and a pop-up function that displays 
the text larger when you tap the text. You can easily view documents distributed by the city, such 
as the City Newsletter Myoko and the Garbage Calendar, anytime, anywhere.

Not only can you "read" 
the newsletter, but you 
can also "listen" to the 
information in audio 
format, ensuring that 
everyone can access 
the information without 
hindrance.
* Vietnamese does not 
support voice reading.

For those who want 
to read on their 
smartphones but find 
the text too small, tap 
the text you want to 
read and the entire 
text will be enlarged.
